Thank you for choosing Fort Myer Child and Youth Services for your child care needs.  Estimates of waiting time for care are unavailable due to the many unpredictable circumstances beyond the control of CYS.  To provide seamless service to families, children enrolled in CYS have first priority when moving from one program to another based on age or program requirements.
Waiting List Priorities for Care
Priority 1 – Active duty/DoD civilian single parents assigned to or working full-time at Fort Myer, Fort McNair, or the Pentagon; siblings of children already enrolled; and children of staff.

Priority 2 – Active duty dual military; active duty with DoD civilian spouse or full-time student spouse; active duty or DoD civilian with working spouse or full-time student spouse assigned to or working at Fort Myer, Fort McNair or the Pentagon.

Priority 3 – Other active duty/DoD civilians.

Priority 4 –DoD on site contractors who are contracted directly (i.e., not a contracted company employee) to work at Fort Myer, Fort McNair or the Pentagon.

Waiting List General Instructions

· I understand that I am responsible for updating all information on the application as changes occur.

· I understand that there is currently no child care space available for my child(ren), and my name is being placed on the Excess Demand or Preference For Care waiting list by application date and patron priority policy.

· I understand that I must contact the Central Registration Office at (703) 696-4942/0313 at a MINIMUM of once every 3 months to confirm interest in remaining on the waiting list (includes excess demand, preference for care, and projected care waiting lists).  Failure to confirm will result in removal from the waiting list.
· I understand that patrons who are expecting a baby, or who are transferring to Fort Myer, Fort McNair, or the Pentagon, or whose spouses are awaiting employment will be placed on a separate projected care waiting list.  I understand that I must notify CYS of a birth, child’s arrival at the installation or when a parent’s employment status has changed.  At that time the child will be placed on the Excess Demand or Preference for Care waiting list, based on their wait list date, and their patron priority category.

· I understand that once I am contacted that a space is available, I must accept or decline the opening within 72 hours or lose the opening.  I understand that a failure to respond within 72 hours will result in my name being removed from the waiting list.

· I understand that once I accept the opening I must begin the program within 2 weeks of accepting the opening or I will be required to pay normal child care fees to maintain the opening.  Failure to begin using the space or pay the fee will result in loss of the opening and my name will be removed from the waiting list.

· I understand that if I decline a valid offer of an opening, my name will be removed from the list or placed at the very end of the list behind the last name of the last priority.

· I AGREE TO ABIDE BY THESE CONDITIONS AND ALL REGULATIONS AND SOP’S RELATING TO THE FMMC CYS WAITING LISTS (AVAILABLE ON REQUEST).
